Students need to maintain a balanced attitude towards such
events that will prepare them should results not be what were
anticipated. This includes an explanation about the possibility
of differences of opinions in judging, and uneven judging
where multiple judges are involved. After all, judges are hu-
man, too. If I know a student is not ready or might be devas-
tated by a negative comment, I don’t enter the student. Life’s
lessons must be learned, and one of them is facing an imperfect
world with a balanced attitude. In sports we see increasing
examples of unsportsmanlike conduct and downright vicious-
ness connected with the outcome of the sport, but in music,
which was—and still is—intended to build a better civilization
and certainly not a more vicious one, we expect better, and we
hold our heads high.

For NCTMs

X Mentor a certification candidate.

X Invite collegiate students to observe you teach.

X Continue your education through taking lessons and at-
tending workshops and conferences.

X Publicize your continuing education endeavors and ac-
complishments to your students and families.

For State and Local Associations

The following ideas for funding support to certification candi-

dates are taken from a survey of state and local certification

chairs.

X Oregon Music Teachers Association gives a reimburse-
ment of $100 to all successful candidates.

X Washington State Music Teachers Association awarded
fifteen $100 certification grants over a period of 1% years
to candidates who have successfully become certified.

X One association budgets $500 to reimburse teachers $50
each for their application fees.

X Another association offers five grants each year to reim-
burse half the certification fee for the first five people
who apply.

X A local association reimburses $100 to any teacher who
successfully completes certification.

A local association has a grant available from which
each teacher is eligible for up to $1000 over time.

THE PERFECT WRONG NOTE:
Learning to Trust Your Musical Self
By William Westney

What’s the drive behind William Westney’s inspiring book,
The Perfect Wrong NoteRnswer: loss. In Westney’s opin-
ion, it is a loss of such magnitude that we have forfeited a
magical and precious birthright. He decodes for the reader
how, in the very pursuit of music-making and the quest to
fulfill the desire to elevate and educate one’s initial attraction
or obsession toward music, a dichotomous process occurs,
sending us, in fact, further from our instinctive and natural
abilities. Formal lessons repeatedly prove to pave the way to
this deconstruction by destroying our desires and awakenings
as musical beings, and thus, musical fruition becomes
thwarted by fear, conflict, tension, misconception, self-doubt
and even serious injury.

His concept of "juicy mistakes'suggests a brilliant key toward
accepting that you will make mistakes — so, go ahead and
make them, but learn from them; mistakes hold meritorious
stock! Westney’s insights reflect (and are credited to) the
spirit and discoveries of Eloise Ristad, where I was reminded
of my own experiences with Eloise; yelling at me during a
performance workshop in Boulder as she punctured the bub-
ble of performance anxiety and wrong notes, “ If you’re going
to make a mistake....sin boldly!” Westney’s acclaimed Un-
Master Class takes this expedition further.

Take heed to an important ethos Westney holds for anyone
practicing the piano as described in a step-by-step guide to

healthy practicing: As you practice, sense that you are takin
care of yourself at every moment. Expect musical performi
to be fun and feel good. Question any part of it that does|jt

feel that way

Without question, this book is a valuable resource for raw
inspiration. In essence, music participation should and can be
a full-body experience, through which one can reap its pre-
cious harvest with these fruits: liberation, serenity, vitality,
honesty, humility, awareness and beauty. If you are on a pur-
suit of self-mastery, make time to read this.
