Preparing For and Studying Bach's
Well-Tempered Clavier

Dr. Matthew Edwards

The Road to the Well-Tempered Clavier. As much as Bach
may have considered the WTC to be teaching pieces, the vast
majority of students will need easier works with which to be-
gin their journey into Baroque literature. Please join us
Tuesday, March 3, as Dr. T. Matthew Edwards discusses the
Baroque style and performance practice, and explores pre-
WTC repertoire that will prepare students for the Preludes
and Fugues. He will also suggest certain "entry points" for
a first foray into the WTC.

Dr. T. Matthew Edwards is a musician of many facets. As a
pianist, he has been hailed by critics for his “...considerable
talent...honest musicianship and a formidable technique.” His
performances have taken him throughout the United States,
appearing as recitalist, guest artist, concerto soloist, and col-
laborative artist. His competition winnings include the Grand
Prize in the Stravinsky Awards International Competition, and
First Prize in the Music Teachers National Association Na-
tional Collegiate Finals.

He has previously served as part-time faculty at several col-
leges, including the Peabody Conservatory of Music in Balti-
more and Assistant Professor of Music at Anne Arundel Com-
munity College in Maryland. Currently, he is Associate Pro-
fessor of Music and Director of Keyboard Studies at Missouri
Western State University.

As a lecturer, he has been featured at the National Conference
of the Music Teachers National Association, the World Peda-
gogy Conference, and at the State Conventions of the Mary-
land and Texas MTA.

As a composer, he has had major works premiered in Chi-
cago, Salt Lake, and the Baltimore area, and is a contributing
author for the Hal Leonard Student Piano Library. As a con-
ductor and coach, Dr. Edwards has served as the rehearsal
pianist/coach for the Annapolis Opera, and musical director
for Opera AACC.

He lives in Kansas City North, Missouri with his wife, Kelly,
and their three children, Audrey, Jackson, and Cole.

ASCAP Music Licensing

In 1997, MTNA entered into a blanket licensing agreement
with the American Society of Composers, Authors, and Pub-
lishers (ASCAP). This agreement covers the licensing fees of
all public performances of copyrighted music at all MTNA-
related events--local, state, division and national. (The agree-
ment does not cover individual members, public recitals or
programs.)

To comply with this agreement, state and local affiliates must
send two copies of any association-sponsored event program
during which copyrighted music is performed to the MTNA
Senior Deputy Executive Director by June 30 of each year.
This is done to ensure ASCAP composers are properly cred-
ited for the performance. No attendance figures are required
from the states. MTNA then submits a report, the licensing fee
and the program to ASCAP. More information about ASCAP
and copyright issues is available at the MTNA website:

Editor’s Note: Hats off to President Joyce Berg, Development
Chair Mickey Gehring, and Treasurer Janice White, who la-
bored for many hours to put together the detailed information
needed for KCMTA’s DonorEdge profile.

A Short History of the Early
Days of KCMTA

As I was supplying information to GKCCF about our group, |
came upon some very ancient yearbooks in my archaeological
dig through the President’s box. Here’s how we began:

The Missouri Music Teachers Association recommended that
a local association be formed to elevate the standards of music
teaching, stimulate music appreciation, and promote a frater-
nal spirit among musicians. With these goals, the Kansas City
Music Teachers Association was formed on January 10, 1915.

The first yearbook for the association was published in 1918,
with most of the members living in the Kansas City Midtown
area, with the exception of four brave souls out in Kansas
City, Kansas, and one each in Raytown and Independ-
ence. There were 34 voice teachers, 75 piano teachers, and 16
instrumentalists, totaling 125 members, 19 of whom were
men. (We currently total 177 members from a much larger
area.). Instruments included violin, organ, harp, contra
bass, and cello. One man, Carl Busch, taught orchestral con-
ducting and composition.

The organization met on the second Monday evening of the
month, October through May. You might recognize one nota-
ble listing: Miss Margaret Warner, Horner Institute of Fine
Arts.  Associate members included the Kansas City Star and
the Kansas City Journal.
