Window Into Chopin’s Soul

Since we celebrate the anniversaries of the 
births of both Chopin and Schumann this year 
(Schumann on June 8th, Chopin on either Feb. 
22 or March 1—see below),  a quotation by 
Schumann about Chopin seemed fitting to use 
as the Quote of the Month for March.  

In reading through the choices, I was very moved by the fol-
lowing observation by Schumann, which gives us a touching 
window into Chopin’s soul:

It was an unforgettable picture to see Chopin sitting at the 
piano like a clairvoyant, lost in his dreams; to see how his 
vision communicated itself through his playing, and how, at 
the end of each piece, he had the sad habit of running one 
finger over the length of the plaintive keyboard, as though to 
tear himself forcibly away from his dream.

An interesting side note:  There is uncertainty over the  exact 
date of Chopin’s birth.  One church document lists it as Febru-
ary 22nd, but Chopin himself gave his birthday as March 1st.
