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Book Corner:  
Recommendations & Reviews

LONGING 
By J.D.Landis

During university life, it may never occur to a serious music 
student to seek reference in historical fiction; however, that is 
exactly where they may absorb the ripest field of history. 

Longing, a fictionalized biography of the famous pianist/
composer Clara Wieck Schumann and composer Robert Schu-
mann, not only brings to life one of the world’s greatest love 
stories (including cameos by the Mendelssohns, Liszt, Cho-
pin, George Sand, Wagner, Tchaikovsky, Nietzsche, Kierke-
gard, and numerous monarchs), but dispenses to the reader a 
deluge of Lolita-like erotica along the way. 

For author J.D.Landis, writing about a period in which people 
kept voluminous diaries and letters, his job was not only to 
interpret, but improvise, sympathize and transcend the emo-
tional essence squeezed from fact, searching for clues that 
remain historical mysteries; such as: Did Clara and Johannes 
ever consummate their love?  What killed Robert Schumann?  
Did Robert ever consummate his love for men?  The scholar, 
in particular, will find assurance in endless footnotes ground-
ing the experience that non-fiction brings to the larger experi-
ence of fantasy; while the romantic is indulged with a constant 
state of longing, or Sehnsucht, whose German meaning is “the 
inexpressible longing for what is not there,” or a deepened 
sense of loss as one may find in Chopin’s rubatos (meaning 
“robbed” in Italian.)  The reader longs for beloved Clara to 
join Robert in the last two years of his brief 46, which were 
spent neglected in Endenich, with only one visit from his 
wife.  The reader longs for Robert, who, while in an asylum 
for the insane, is replaced by the young Brahms, who is hold-
ing the Schumann children and Clara in his bed during a sea-
son of torrential thunderstorms.  We long to console Brahms, 
who cannot figure out whom he loves more, Robert or Clara. 

Landis claims he spent some twenty years collecting docu-
ments and factual material, listening to music, learning about 
marriage, passion, art, then spent four years writing this story 
as a novelist. The reader will never forget the brought-to-life 
cruel treatment of Hans Christian Anderson and singer Jenny 
Lind; or the trial at which Robert and Clara sued Papa Wieck

in order to marry; or how the first kiss between Robert and 
Clara played out on the staircase in November of 1835, as the 
16-year-old Clara was lighting Robert’s way in her father’s 
home as she begged and fainted from this kiss’s aftermath; or 
the final scenes which reveal the greatest depth of love which 
the institutionalized Robert had for Brahms, and the reverse.  
Yet in addition to a myriad of steamy conquests and pageants 
of obsessive love, this novel is an intriguing insight into both 
the creation of Romanticism and the business practices of 
19th-century music itself.  A fantasy delight!
