Du-et Together: The Benefits
of Performing Piano Duets

Through exploring and demonstrating examples of duet rep-
ertoire from various style periods, Jane Solose will explain
the importance of integrating ensemble music
into a student's program of study.

Dr. Jane Solose is an Associate Professor and Chair of the
Keyboard Division at the Conservatory of Music and Dance,
UMKC. She leads an active career as a featured concerto
soloist, recitalist, chamber musician, duo pianist, and master
teacher that has taken her to Korea, Japan, Austria, Hungary,
Russia, Canada, and around the U.S.

Duo Solose, a duo-piano collaboration with her sister Kath-
leen, has performed to enthusiastic ovations. In the fall of
2008 they were invited to appear at the Rimsky-Korsakov
State Conservatoire's eighth annual "International Conserva-
toire Week" Festival in St. Petersburg, Russia, where they
performed in Glazunov Hall at the Conservatoire and at
Sheremetev Palace. In 2003 they toured Hungary, presenting
concerts, master classes and lectures at various Universities
and Conservatories throughout the country. The sisters have
premiered works at new music festivals in the U.S. and Can-
ada, appeared at the International Music Conference, Austria

996-1996: Music in a Changing Society in Ottawa, Canada,

and performed Austro-Hungarian Piano Duets: a Celebra-

tion of Schubert and Brahms the 1997 College Music So-
ciety International Music Conference in Vienna, Austria.
Their CD of duet and duo works by Schubert, Chopin, Liszt
and Rachmaninov was recently released by Eroica Classical
Recordings.

Seth Godin is a marketing guru who has published several
best-selling books. 1’d like to share a recent entry from Seth’s
Blog:

Here's the mistake we make in high school:

We let anyone, just anyone, judge our work (and by extension,
judge us).

Sue, the airheaded but long-legged girl in Spanish class, gets
the right to judge our appearance.

Bill, the bitter former-poet English teacher, gets the power to
tell us if we're good at writing.

And on and on.

The cheerleaders are deputized as the Supreme Court of so-
cial popularity and the gym teacher forever has dibs on
whether or not we're macho enough to make it in the world.
These are patterns we sign up for and they last forever (or
until we tell them to go away).

In high school, some people learn to ship; they learn to do
work that matters and, most of all, they learn to ignore the
critics they can never possibly please. The ability to choose
who judges your work--the people who will make it better, use
it, and reward you--is the key building block in becoming an
artist in whatever you do.
